The journal maintains its
tradition of publishing special issues, which provide a platform for in-depth examination of pressing
research questions with contributions from leading experts as authors, reviewers, and readers. Special
issue, Prospects for Geo-economic Partnership between Russia and China, is a unique thematic edition
prepared with the collaboration of Russian and Chinese scholars.

Centred on regional development and cooperation amid shifting global economic relations, this issue
arose from the 2024 partnership agreement between the Institute of Economics of the Ural Branch of the
Russian Academy of Sciences (IE UB RAS) and the Institute of Russian, Eastern European and Central
Asian Studies, Chineese Academy of Social Sciences (IEERCAS CASS).

Through discussions, collaborative work, and friendly exchanges, the authors and reviewers
identified key research questions of mutual interest. These contributions illuminate Russian-Chinese
cooperation from multiple perspectives, supporting both the socio-economic development of Russian
and Chinese regions and readers’ understanding of the outcomes of this academic partnership.

We hope this issue fosters discussion of regional economic issues and strengthens Russian-Chinese
scientific and economic cooperation.
