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Guest Editor's Introduction

In today’s international environment, China and Russia offer a distinct model of major-power relations. As the world’s largest neighbouring
countries, they share an extensive land border of 4,300 kilometres. Their historical paths have been intertwined for centuries, yet it is only over the
past three decades that they have built genuinely equal and neighbourly relations. Both countries look to the future, carrying the responsibility for
national rejuvenation and seeking to promote multipolarity and the democratization of international relations. From the end of the complex Cold
War period and the normalization of relations to the establishment of a comprehensive strategic partnership, bilateral cooperation has followed a
remarkable trajectory, becoming a model for new relations between major powers.

The study of China—Russia trade and economic cooperation has grown in importance since their 2019 comprehensive strategic partnership,
offering insight into evolving diplomacy and global change.

In recent years, China-Russia trade and economic relations have entered a phase of rapid growth. Cooperation is deepening in traditional
sectors such as trade, investment, energy, transport, agriculture, and finance, with trade volumes repeatedly reaching historic highs. Collaboration
is also expanding into new areas, such as the digital economy, scientific and technological innovation, aerospace, and Al, providing a solid material
foundation for deepening the comprehensive partnership and strategic cooperation.

Amid rapid international changes, China—Russia trade and economic cooperation has displayed notable resilience, sustained by several factors
despite external complexities. First, strong political relations provide crucial guarantees and strategic guidance for trade and economic cooperation.
Mechanisms of intergovernmental cooperation function effectively, and a series of legal agreements have been signed to facilitate trade and
economic ties.

Second, both countries have capitalized on their geographic proximity, which has proven to be a strategic asset. The development of railway,
road, and pipeline infrastructure, along with increased capacity at border crossing points, has reinforced economic interdependence between the
neighbouring countries. Regional cooperation, especially between China’s northeast and the Russian Far East, holds significant promise.

Third, as cooperation deepens, China and Russia are developing collaboration across entire production chains in key areas, such as integrated
oil and gas exploration and processing. Expanding settlements in national currencies helps mitigate external risks and enhances the stability of
their cooperation.

Leadership diplomacy occupies a central role in bilateral relations, reflecting the high importance the two countries attach to each another.
Close interaction between national leaders not only increases government attention and improves policy implementation but also establishes
a friendly tone, contributing to stable and reliable long-term prospects. In the joint statement marking the renewal of the Treaty of Good-
Neighbourliness, Friendship, and Cooperation in June 2021, the role of leadership diplomacy was especially highlighted, along with the intention to
continue high-level visits, meetings on multilateral platforms, and other forms of engagement.

Key achievements in China-Russia trade and economic cooperation include the following:

1. Record trade performance. During the pandemic, trade between China and Russia continued to grow. In 2022, it increased by 29.3 %,
reaching USD 190.271 billion. In 2023, the goal of USD 200 billion set by the two countries’ leaders was achieved ahead of schedule. In 2024, bilateral
trade hit USD 244.8 billion, marking 15 consecutive years of China as Russia’s largest trading partner. Both sides are also actively developing
e-commerce and services trade, optimizing trade structures, and implementing measures to simplify trade and investment procedures.

2. Implementation of major flagship projects. In June 2022, the Heihe—Blagoveshchensk highway bridge opened, followed by the commissioning
of the Tongjiang railway bridge in November. These projects brought cooperation to a new level, facilitating the transport of people and goods. The
number of joint investment projects continues to grow, with positive impacts felt not only in the economy but also in everyday life. In addition to
major transport and energy projects, notable initiatives are also underway in the manufacturing sector.

3. Comprehensive cooperation. The presence of large delegations at the China International Import Expo and Russian economic forums
demonstrates the high significance of bilateral cooperation. China and Russia have also agreed to expand mutually beneficial collaboration in the
Arctic, exploring ways to increase the capacity of the Northern Sea Route. Officially designated Years of Cultural Exchange between the two countries
further promote humanitarian, scientific, and technological cooperation. In May 2025, Chinese President Xi Jinping visited Russia. During his visit, both
leaders witnessed the signing of more than 20 cooperation agreements between relevant agencies, covering areas such as global strategic stability, the
upholding of international law, biosafety, investment protection, the digital economy, quarantine measures, and film collaboration.

The rapid growth of economic and trade cooperation reflects the widening scope of interaction. The two countries actively cooperate within
multilateral structures such as the UN, Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO), BRICS, and APEC, jointly proposing initiatives and opposing
unilateral sanctions and trade protectionism. Following China’s Belt and Road Initiative, the two countries decided to align it with the Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU), creating a model of interconnection, promoting the China-Mongolia-Russia economic corridor, and supporting stability
and continuity in global production and logistics chains.

This issue of the journal features 22 articles by Chinese and Russian scholars, covering a wide range of fields. The focus is on opportunities for
economic and trade cooperation between the two countries across various sectors. The authors propose new approaches and ideas that contribute
to a deeper understanding of the future of China-Russia economic cooperation and bilateral relations for both policymakers and readers, while also
expanding areas of engagement. We hope more scholars from China and Russia will study the experience of cooperation between the two countries
and identify ways to improve its scope and quality.
